Right side: Our Mother, Our Everything God
Left side: Who are in heaven
Right side: Heavenly One, Allah is Great,
Source of Enlightenment
Left side: Hallowed be your name
Right side: To bless and to curse ourselves
Left side: Your kingdom come
Right side: From somewhere to now;
from honored tradition to trying times
Left side: Your will be done
Right side: As you would have us do your will, your way
Left side: On earth as it is in heaven
Right side: With one eye on God, and one eye on humankind
Left side: Give us this day
Right side: From its rising in the East to its setting in the West
Left side: Our daily bread
Right side: Food for the body, peace for the soul, health for the mind
Left side: And forgive us our trespasses
Right side: Against our sister, against our brother, against our mother, against our father,
against the unborn child, against the infirmed and aged, against the poor, against the rich,
against myself and against the others in sexism, racism, ageism and classism.
Left side: As we forgive those who trespass against us
Right side: Just as I have forgiven those who hurt me, held me back, headed me off,
hurried my slow steps, forced me to let go of my dreams, crushed me to the dust of the
earth, made me say “uncle,” abandoned me as a child, mocked me for being different.
Forgive me as I have forgiven them.
Left side: And lead us not into temptation
Right side: To live in the light of the glamour of the evil one. To overpower and vanquish our
enemies. To fill my appetite for the divine with the substitutes of wealth, power, food, sex, drugs
and work.
Left side: But deliver us from evil
Right side: Seen and Unseen
Left side: For yours is the kingdom
Right side: Where there is compassion for the lost, care for the lonely, commitment to the least
and consecration to your Lordship.
Left side: For yours is the power
Right side: Holy Spirit send us your peace that surpasses all understanding.
Left side: Yours is the glory
Right side: Jesus, son of the Father let your grace shine through me.
Left side: Amen
Right side: Amen I say to you, each one of us is the answer to the Lord’s prayer today and
for our times.
Leader: Let our prayer move from our lips to our lives by sharing the Sign of Peace!
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
